The Itinerary

Day 1 12 July 2026 Home to Coffs Harbour Lunch, Dinner
This morning we pick you up from home (Sydney Metro area) and head north along the M1
Expressway to arrive at our lunch stop at the Karuah & District RSL Club. After lunch we
continue north to arrive at Coffs Harbour where we check into our hotel and settle into our
rooms before dinner at Opal Cove Resort.

We then have the morning to experience the program on offer, like
feeding the wild lorikeets or perhaps boarding the miniature steam train for “Kangaroo
Crossing” and coming face to face with kangaroos, wallabies and some not-quite-so-friendly
crocodiles. Next we are met by a step on guide for a tour around Surfers Paradise and talk
about many of it’s landmarks and history. After our tour we arrive at Northcliffe Surf Club for
a relaxed lunch with uninterrupted views of the ocean. It must be time for something unusual
as we visit Ripley’s Believe it or Not Odditorium. The Odditorium features the strange,
bizarre and downright unbelievable is sure a highlight of the tour. Late afternoon we return to
our hotel to rest before meeting again over dinner.
